We are 99% sure that poor Dr Madrid is letting himself be conned out of scare funds and have 

warned him repeatedly in the past. If any legit DXer ever hear this directly or via any remote, 

we may have to reconsider; meanwhile beware of a pirate possibly pretending to be this on 

4055. He seems to be implying that the SW frequency 4055 is being transmitted from multi-

ple satellites, as if HF 4 MHz were not totally inappropriate for direct satellite broadcasting; 

has promised to explain how this worx once it`s successful (Glenn Hauser, OK, WOR)

Walt 

Salmaniw recorded the closing when they said next broadcast would be Wednesday at 21. 

Walt is thrilled with how well it gets into his remote at Masset BC. I point out, that far west, 

it`s almost all Pacific Oceanic path, missing Chile and Mexico, just ultimately crossing Cali-

fornia and Oregon. Hope they stay with evening rather than morning emissions, for better 

propagation and convenience (Glenn Hauser, OK, WOR) + (AP-DNK)

No trace on Radio Vanuatu on 7260 kHz when I checked this morning (3 March) around 0800 UTC on the Brisbane 

KiwiSDR. Gary Pence confirmed this on the World of Radio iog whilst using the Half Moon Bay KiwiSDR in Cali-

fornia at 0939, but he detected a weak carrier on 3945 kHz, a stronger S7 carrier on 7890 kHz (the second harmonic) 

and S5 carrier with weak or no audio on 11835 kHz (the third harmonic). I had also noted that carrier on 11835 kHz. 
 

This evening (3 March), first checked on the Brisbane KiwiSDR at 1855 UTC and found nothing on 7260 kHz, but 

there was a carrier with no audio on 5040 kHz, one of their alternative frequencies. The live stream had no audio at 

1855 but sprung into life at 1901, news reports and emergency reports followed in Bislama from which it was easy to 

determine that the situation was/is quite serious as the BBC News report implied (see Mike's earlier post)

The end of the Cuban missile crisis 

was first heard in a country house in 

Berkshire.  

The denouement was undramatic. The 

Cuban missile crisis in 1962 might 

have begun with public declarations 

from President John Kennedy and the 

threat of nuclear annihilation for all, 

but its conclusion was much more 

muted. The West first realised that the 

end was not nigh after all when, in a 

charming country house in Berkshire 

in south-east England, a translator working for the BBC put on a pair of headphones, tuned in to Radio Moscow and 

listened as Nikita Khrushchev’s climbdown began. 
 

The wars of the 20th century offered two main ways for enemy nations to understand what the other was up to. One 

was to use secret agents and tradecraft and derring-do. The other was to switch on the radio and let that nation simply 

tell you, sometimes twice daily, often with nice music in between. The radio led to few thrills and fewer thrillers (not 

many novels star a protagonist sitting in headphones for eight hours a day) but it still mattered. Joseph Goebbels was 

convinced that his department had been infiltrated by a spy; in truth, British translators had just been listening to Nazi 

broadcasts each morning. 
 

Eavesdropping on the airwaves was a habit that was slow to begin in Britain. An initial government department, set up 

at the start of the second world war, comprised three people, one of whom first taught his junior to make tea properly. 

But it was the BBC, which started its own service at around the same time, that won out. 
 

By 1943 BBC Monitoring—the branch of the broadcaster that doesn’t speak but listens—was operating in earnest. It 

took up residence in Caversham Park, bringing with it radios and receivers, typewriters and teleprinters, and numerous 

refugees from Nazi-occupied Europe to act as monitors. They set about building Babel by a lake in Berkshire—and 

then they set about translating it. Over the years that followed the reports they produced were used by the BBC itself, 

by other news agencies and by wartime and peacetime governments. 
 

The radios have now fallen silent; the monitors have moved elsewhere (mainly to London); and Caversham Park itself 

is about to be sold to be turned into swanky retirement flats. The legacy remains, however. Over the static of the radio 

and the taka-taka of the teleprinters, the broadcasts of 40-odd countries were listened to by (at one point) 150-odd staff 

who produced briefings of half a million words daily, amounting to 15m pages of transcripts over eight decades. 

 

They include some of the scoops of the century: Khrushchev’s Cuban climbdown; the first, confused reports of the 

Chernobyl disaster in 1984; and the proclamation of the fatwa against Salman Rushdie in 1989. (“Hold on,” the duty 

editor said to his Persian monitor, “what the fuck is a fatwa?”) Monitoring of the most important broadcasts was a 

group effort, with speeches split into sections and given to different translators. The divisions on Khrushchev’s speech 

can, like a game of thermonuclear consequences, still be seen. 
 

But Babels can cause problems—in wartime Britain as in the Bible. At an early incarnation of the monitoring station, 

in Worcestershire, the natives were variously alarmed by female monitors (who wore trousers); Russian ones (who 

wore Astrakhan coats); and Scandinavian ones (who wore nothing at all in front of their bedroom windows). The mon-

itors were in turn unnerved by their British colleagues’ language skills, which had in the 1940s led them to believe that 

Hitler was about to invade Portugal (as a Hungarian translator calmly pointed out, he wasn’t). 
 

BBC Monitoring still exists but, in the internet era, its purpose is less obvious, its uniqueness diminished. Its im-

portance had already faded with the collapse of communism—which, naturally, it also listened in on. On the evening 

of November 9th 1989 a teleprinter spat out a message about increasing freedom of movement in Berlin. A German 

monitor tore it off, read it and said: “That’s it.” Hours later the Berlin Wall started to fall.

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Soviet audio equipment in the cinema. 
In the wonderful comedy "Three plus two" of 1963, in different episodes, you can see the radio receiver, "Gauja", 

which has a special place in the film. In some places, you might even think that this is an intentional advertisement. 

Since 1961, the Gauja radio receiver has been produced by the Popov Riga Radio Plant. This small-sized radio re-

ceiver was one of the first, among other portable receivers, released by the domestic industry in the early 60s. The re-

ceiver received its name in honor of the river of the same name, which flows through the whole of Latvia. Radio 

"Gauja" was filmed not only in the cult film "Three plus Two", but also in other films of Soviet films.

For a long time, one of the most significant achievements of the Soviet radio industry was considered the transistor 

radio receiver "Speedola", produced since the early 1960s at the VEF Riga plant. 

The developers of the radio receiver were two engineers who worked at the VEF plant at that time, Janis Cerps and 

Uldis Briedis. It is possible that the receiver would have remained in a single version and would not have gone into 

mass production if, at the beginning of 1960, the VEF plant had not encountered the problem of the illiquidity of tube 

radios. Warehouses were filled with bulky lamp devices that simply did not want to buy, wanting to find something 

more compact and convenient. And then the engineers showed their "Speedola" to the management, which, after its 

release, caused an unprecedented demand among the population. 

After Speedola, the Baltic radio industry for a long time secured fame throughout the Union as the best manufacturers 

of consumer electronics. 

"Speedola" was even exported to the UK, albeit under a different brand - Convair, but still, in fact, it was the Soviet 

"Speedola". 

The choice of name for the transistor portable radio was quite extravagant. According to Latvian mythology, "Spidola"  

is the name of a witch who was quite a beautiful woman, but personified evil forces in Andrey Pumpur's Latvian epic 

about Lachplesis. 

Without a receiver, it was difficult to imagine a middle-class person of that time. Listening to "Speedola" was not only 

convenient, but also stylish. Even in a number of Soviet movie hits, such as "Prisoner of the Caucasus", "Mistake of 

the Resident" and even later "Love and Pigeons", the radio receiver "Speedola" constantly appears in the frame, com-

plementing the image of one or another movie character.

Jack has already highlighted another annoyance - the mixture of FM and AM within lists of fre-

quencies where the title is FM (MHz)! I humbly suggest that Long Wave and Medium Wave should always come at 

the front - if they are still used. 
 

My final gripe is that not a single night power is given. An unforgivable sin since in North America wonderfully low 

wattages are used at night. 
 

Fear not - every one of my points has been made directly to the WRTH team by email.

Before we had the Internet many of used to tune in to this station to get up to date information regarding 

solar activity which of course is very interesting for a DX-er. These “geophysical alerts” were about to be 

discontinued in 2011 but this decision was retracted and these reports from the NOAA (National Oceanic 

and Atmospheric Administration) kept on to be broadcast on  SW at 18 minutes past the hour. 

 

WWV is located near Fort Collins, Colorado and was established already in 1919 by the Bureau of Stand-

ards in Washington, D.C. Originally located in Maryland it moved to the present site in 1966. The services 

provided by the station can be seen listed on the QSL card below received by Lars Rydén LR in 1953. Both 

WWV and LR are still active on the bands.  

 

Station WWVH in Kauai, Hawaii provides  a similar service since 1948 and shares the frequencies of 2500, 

5000, 10000 and 15000 kHz with WWV. In order to avoid interference between the two stations the anten-

nas of WWVH are beamed west but still it happens that due to ionospheric conditions both stations can be 

received on the same frequency at the same time. This is especially common on the west coast of North 

America. In order to avoid confusion the two stations use different voices for their announcements. WWV 

uses a male voice and WWVH a female voice. The voice on WWVH is that of voice actress and singer Jane 

Barbe (1928-2003). Her voice is known from several commercials, voice-overs and voice mail systems. 
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The nation of Costa Rica have housed several SW stations over the years and many of them were heard 

well over large distances. LR received this QSL folder from La Voz de la Victor – “La Radio Internacional 

de Costa Rica” in 1958.
