Mer info om Drake RBA
For those of you (like myself) that did not make it to Dayton, Drake was there with more information onthe R8A. A brave soul
brought me a copy of the info flyers that were being handed out. The technical particulars are as follows:

- Single keypress selections for mode, bandwidth, and auto selection of bandwidth when changing mode (but my R8 does that
last one now! - MJF). Picture shows six bandwidth and six mode buttons on the right side of the display (above the synch and
power switches onthe current model). Also, the synch button has been apparently movedto be a part of the "row of six” black
butions, underneath the display. - 440 memaories. - 40 memory channelper second scanning. - 7 character alphanumeric
display, user programmable. - Frequency entry in kHz or MHz. - NEWFEET! Apparently a metal bail replaces the flimsy plastic
feet. - 2 program timers. - Continuous time display (amen! - MJF). - "Significant rework" onthe RS232 control. - RS232 port
allows customized reports of frequency, mode, memory; and now include signal strength and channel name. - AGC has
smoother attack for SSB (but specs show no change-MJF). - Expanded control of high frequency range (not sure what this
means?). - High pass audio filtering in FM to reduce squelch tones. - Detachable line cord.

As for changes in the technical specs: - Sensitivity and image rejection (80dB) has apparently been normalized across the
band. It was unclear if the preamp was restricted below 1.8MHz or not. - Stability increased from +/-10to +/-5 ppm. - Dynamic
range increased from 90 to 99dB (95 with preamp), with the first intercept paint going from +51c +10dBm with the preamp on,
and +20dBm with the preamp off (20kHz spacing). Allother specs appearto be similar, Standard disclaimer: | don't wark for
Drake - | just wish | did.<G>

Now we
move into an operational phase when we can provide a proper public service and cope withthe electronic mailcoming back.lt is
always slowerthan we would like, but other stations experience is that if you're not in place with support then pecple quickly
lose interest.

Topicfor discussion. Media Network has started to receive some letters from the "OUTERNET; group, i.e. people who feel that
any coverage of computers andthe electronic highway is a further erosion of the traditional DX programme. Diana Janssen,
who co-preduces with me, notes that if we didn't cover developments on the Web we'd lose another group of listeners. The
demise of clubs like SPEEDX shows me that we should cover all aspects of communication, but also be critical of the



INTERNET hype. Lets face it...WWW effects have been around for years, It used to be called slow-scan television! Any show
that remains static is quickly history. Analysis of the last 4 months of Media Network willshow we've covered a LOT of radio,
sign-on and sign-offs and that's the way it will stay for the moment.

THE EDXC'95 CONFERENCE BY THE EUROPEAN DX COUNCIL WILL RUN OWN SHORTWAVE STATION
The organizers of the EDXC'85 in Rebild, Denmark had announced that they will be operating a shorntwave radiostation during
the conference to be held from june the 2'nd to the 5'th. This is the first time ever that a shortwave broadcasting station willbe
on the air in connection with an EDXG confererence. There have been no official shortwave broadcasting from Denmark since
1990 when Radio Denmark gave up transmitting it's external service from it's Herstedvester-transmitter and instead bought
airtime from NRK/Radio Norway. So "Radio EDXC '95" is therefore an exiting opportunity to obtain a verification card from
Denmark, The permission to run this special-event station had been received recently after more than one year of waiting.
Details have yet to be finalized, but the organizers have decided that the station will identify itself as "Radio Station EDXC 95",
The station willbe on the airfor a maximumof 3 hours a day during the 4 conference days. Broadcasting hours will probably be:
0800-0900, 1600-1700 and 2200-2300 hrs UTC. No frequencies have been assigned yet. Specific frequencies to watch are:
3955, 3987.5, 7400, 7525, 7560, 7600, 15760 and 15795 kHz. The definite frequency schedule willbe released 10 days before
the conference. An advice will be to listen to the major international DX-programmes for full details immediately prior to the
conference. The transmitter site will be very near to the conference hotel, and and is expected to utilize low power {100-500
Watt) and some basic aerials.

All correct reception reports will be verified with a special QSL

card. Reports should be sent to:  EDXC 95, P.O.Box 48, DK-5200 Odense V, DENMARK.
