Through this newsgroup I would like to share with you my first DX-impressions of the new NRD 545. Please bear in mind
that I'm not a technician but a "DX-er" in the tropical bands! I have compared the device with the AOR AR 7030+, the Lowe
HF150 and thec NRD 525.

 AUDIQ ** -
A frequently asked question about the new NRD 545 is: what is the audio like esp. in the amplitude modulation? Compare
with the previous NRD's the audio is fine, much better, a relief! Compared to the Lowe and especially the 7030, the audio is
less good, but not to say bad. We all know that the Lowe HF 150 and the AOR 7030 (+ the Drake R8a b) sound really great.
The audio of the new NRD 545 is not bad at all imho, morcover because you can improve it quite reasonably with the PBS
and the tone control.

**AMSYNC - ECSS **

This is really good on the NRD 545, it locks well, doesn't distort things and stays firm as a rock on the chosen frequency. Tt is
much casier than the AOR 7030 because you can select the upper or lower side of the am-signal. The am-synch of the Lowe
HF 150 is also better in my opinion than that of the AOR 7030. Maybe not everyone agrees with that. PBS and notch filter
are working perfectly together with the ECSS of the NRD 545.

# SELECTIVITY **

Very simple: it's great! This is what we have been waiting for! This is no match for the AOR 7030! Together with the PBS
and the notch another perfect team to beat almost any form of interference.

** NOTCH FILTER - PBS **

Are working perfectly. The notch is very decp. removing every beep. The PBS-shift is also very good, it has a range of about
2,3 Khz. I think that with respect to operating it is also better than the AOR 7030: with that onc you keep tuning. The auto
notch of the AOR is quite good but works a bit slowly and sometimes skips a whistle.

#** TONE CONTROL **

Something to laugh at in the case of the NRD 525/535 but on the 545 it really works! However, the AOR 7030 wins in this
case: the separation control of bass and treble is marvellous.

#% NOISE REDUCTION/BEAT CANCELER *#

T don't like the noise reduction, you can't really pull a station out of the noise. The noise reduction on the timewave DSP 59+
works better! JRC really ought to improve this, maybe in the form of a softwarc upgrade. The beat canceler works quite all
right but sometimes there is a distortion of the sound. I really have to criticise JRC at this point!

** OVERALL IMPRESSION ** - S

The NRD 545 is truly a leap forward. It's a "quiet", good sounding recciver, with lots of possibillities to reduce all kinds of
interference. Operation is really easy and ergonomically very good. When conditions are 0.k., DX-ing is a real joy!

World Radio TV Handbook changes hands. All operations moved to UK. New Editor appointed. Business as usual for the
1999 edition. Format unchanged but new cover design. New UK contact information.

The licence to produce the famous World Radio TV Handbook (WRTH) has been acquired from BPI Communications
Incorporated by WRTH Publications Ltd - a new company specifically established to continue the publication of this
important work of reference. The editorial offices in Amsterdam have now been closed and all operations have been moved
to Milton Keynes in the UK, one of the new citics in central England.

_ The previous editor Andrew Sennitt, has decided to pursue a career as a freelance telecommunications consultant, and as a
result, a new editor has been appointed. This post will be filled by David Bobbett, who has over 25 ycars of expericnee in
telecommunications and the publishing world. David, who has been a short wave listener (SWL) since his early teens, has
previously been editor of the UK commercial title Ham Radio Today, the UK national radio socicty's magazine Radio
Communication as well as other telecommunications titles. As a telecommunications journalist he has also written
extensively on a wide variety of broadcasting topics and is actively involved in the radio scene both as an SWL and a
licensed ham radio operator,

Commenting on his recent appointment David said "I am delighted to be able to work on what is undoubtedly the most
authoritative and best known expert guide to global radio broadcasting. Many people would be surprised to know that, since
its inception 52 years ago, there have only been two full-time editors in charge of WRTH - so this is a rare opportunity. Andy
has done a phenomenal job and I intend to continue his work, but at the end of the day the most important people are our
contributors, without whom work on such a scale would be impossible”.

WRTH can trace its roots back to Denmark during the dark days following the Second World War when its founder, Lund
Johanssen, invited young newspaper journalist Jens Frost to help him meet the growing demand for information from a wider
world. Initially working in his spare time, the growth in both global communications and the reputation of WRTH, meant
that Jens was eventually devoting his whole working life to the title - a commitment which continues to this day, over fifty
years later, as Editor Emeritus.

Despite the relocation, it is business as usual at WRTH and work is already under way for the 1999 edition, which will be
available as usual later this year. The title will continue to be published under the Billboard imprint and will be distributed by
Watson-Guptill Publications in the USA and Canada for the foreseeable future. The previous international distributors,
Windsor Books International, will also remain closely involved with the book.

Watson-Guptill Publications is a wholly owned subsidiary of BPI Communications Inc which is a subsidiary of VNU-USA.
VNU-USA also includes VNU-MIS, Bill Communications Inc and SRDS.

The book will remain substantially the same, although regular readers may want to look out for the new cover design, which

- now incorporates the universally known WRTH acronym for the first time.
