HYDERABAD: As part of the policy to open up airwaves, the government would allow private radio stations in 60 more cities, in
addition to 40 centres where channels would be made available for commercial operations by December, Information anaid@roadcasti
Minister Arun Jaitley said on Tuesday.

The privatisation of airwaves would open up tremendous opportunities for the music industry which could provide ctimgent for
emerging private radio channels, Jaitley said during an interactive meeting with representatives of Telugu film industry here.

Keeping in view the rapid convergence of technologies and the need to provide a fair and competitive environment for the
entertainment industry, the government had last year decided to auction FM radio frequencies for commercial operations, he said

The Hopi thought for a minute and said that if the traveller bought 5 baskets he could buy them fea$¥.58is was outstanding.

So he asked about 10 baskets. $6.50. 20 baskets. $5.00. Realizing he had a gold mine here, the traveller asked theidédpé what pr
could get if he bought 10,000 baskets. $&86h the Hopi told him.
The traveller was stunned. How the hell can that be?

The Hopi explained that he made baskets to feed himself and his family. And he makes about 5 baskets a day. Minusematerials,
could make $40 a day which is more than enough to feed himself and his family. He could easily make 10 baskets a daghamd more
double his income, and live quite well. If he got his wife to make baskets he could easily and comfortably turn out 20dmslaatsl
buy a new house, and probably a couple of nice cars and still have time to enjoy his life, and put down his weaving tarhredpsthe
when the crop is in.

But to make 10,000 baskets he would have to hire workers, buy materials in huge quantities, which would require wasedousing
warehouse workergccountants, managers, and probably pay union wages to his weavers, and then build a store to show them...and hir
someone to oversee the entire operation and pay them well, to take care of his business while he's enjoying the fhits, N3 |
helping the farmer when the crop comes in...

The absolute minimum he could sell them for is $10@eepiAND the quality wouldn't be asaf as it is right now.

The lesson here, is that small boutiqgue manufacturers can do marvelous things. And they can do it at very highiqualiptpowi
overhead, and sell at amazingly good prices.

But once they move into a mass market effort, the entire face of the business changes, and survival becomes a vidittgraof pro
product at a reasonable level of quality at a reasonable price while supporting a very large and expensive infrastructure.

Palstar is a small manufacturer building a product of very high quality by hand. Drake was at one time, too. Drake nimygever
into a mode of manufacturing to meet larger demand than a boutique business could handle. And the first things to go were 1)
service...and 2) quality. Small changes at first, then much larger changes to keep up with the infrastructure costpjmwghiteekee
prices affordable.
