Var med om de finaste radiokonditioner man kan tanka sig uppe i norra Finland i oktober, med stationer
fran Pacific horbara en hel veckas tid, stationer fran Tahiti, Marhshall Islands, Tonga, Fiji, Samoa och Nya
Zealand. Verkligen en konstig kansla att sitta och lyssna pa dem dagtid, sa att yankee-stationerna, och
japanerna glémdes bort d&ven om de hordes bra. Har spelat in enheldel stationer som jag nu "DX-at"
igenom pa den fritid som funnits.

Namnet Guaruja ar av indianskt ursprung (Tupi Guarani). Guaruja ligger i grannstaten Sdo Paulo och
tydligen fanns det dar forr i tiden en station som man ofta lyssnade pa i Floriandpolis.

Uppenbarligen gillade man namnet. Staden har en befolkning pa 370.000 och klimatet &r tropiskt (sakert
uppskattat eftersom Floriandpolis har 42 olika strander). Ett svar i klassisk brassestil - det enda som
saknades var vimpeln men s&dana ar vl ute nu? Carlos Alberto Silva sande till och med ett email for
nagra veckor sedan for att meddela att ett QSL var pa vag! Radio Guaruja har faktiskt sedan manga &r varit
en "Onskestation" som jag antligen lyckades logga under de gangna julhelgerna.

Varmde upp med litet kortvag, bl a gick 5428 NHK Mihara
Town hyfsat. Runt svensk midnatt borjade det ”planenligt” ga 6stkust-NA med WRIG 1390 och WNRU 1660 som de till en bérjan
starka, om &n nagot distade signalerna. Bara bandets hogre del och huvudsakligen ostkust, &ven om det fanns undantag som CHIN
Toronto 1540 redan 00.15 SNT och WRLL Berwyn 1690 (ny for mig!) bérjade ga igenom 00.30 SNT. Det tuffade pa, d&ven om det mest
var det vanliga. 1700 nagot spansktalande under WJCC:s franska som troligen var Mexico, men kan ha varit Texas, kom aldrig riktigt
fram och det blev inget béttre sa vid 2-tiden kojade Rolf Larsson och jag for att borja om med morgontoppen 06.

5/2: Nu bara vill det sig inte. Fredagsnatten 4-5/2 sag ju allt egentligen perfekt ut “vardemassigt”, men det blev i stort sett ingenting.
Stationer pa de flesta lediga frekvenser, ja, men i allmanhet klena signaler. Och de som lyfte sig var i allmanhet de absolut vanligaste
ostkustarna och i den man dar fanns négot intressant sa kom jag hela tiden med garanti fel. "Trosten” blev XETRA pé 4810 som gick
med en ovantad bra signal bortsett fran en storning som fran ett “superelstangsel” som “blattrade”. Bahamas gick ocksa bra tidvis, bade

Along the
same lines, it might be worth watching for an increase in US broadcasts to Belarus and Burma, also singled out for Condi's criticism. (1
recall she also mentioned Cuba and Iran, but there's plenty of broadcasting to those two already.)

o SAF radio on 6985 (from Eritrea): | can't hear this any more. Reception in Nairobi used to be fine. Has anyone else heard it
recently? Has it moved frequency, or closed as part of plans to transfer the broadcasting base from Eritrea into southern Sudan
following the north-south Sudan peace deal signed earlier this month?

* Voice of Sudan on 8000 (from Eritrea): This is still going as scheduled at 1530-1600. Fair/good signals here. This is operated by the
opposition group, the National Democratic Alliance (NDA). The NDA is based in northern Sudan and was not a signatory to the
north-south peace deal signed last month. So, it would be consistent with the political situation for the 6985 station to close and the
8000 one to continue.

VANUATU: Wednesday, February 02, 2005, Radio Vanuatu should be back on shortwave soon

The tsunami disaster has spurred at least one country to put its national broadcasting service in order. In the Pacific state of Vanuatu,
only half the population can hear the national broadcasting service, because the shortwave transmitters were allowed to fall into disrepair
some years ago. But now, reports The Independent, at the insistence of the country's Prime Minister they're frantically working to get
7260 kHz - the daytime frequency - working again properly. After that, the night time frequency of 3945 kHz will also be put back on the
air as quickly as possible.

Tangier radio stations (Re DXLD 5-021 TANGIER item.)

I've always found it most interesting to read articles about the radio scene of international zone of Tangier and those few years
under Moroccan rule, while those stations still existed. Unfortunately my WRTH collection starts only from 1960 and I guess the info
in the book is not very detailed. During the 50's there were many "stations" on sw as well as on mw listed under Tangier. But | guess
many of the stations were just program time buyers from certain transmitter companies. | just wonder if someone has detailed info from
the Tangier era, which stations were "real" ones and who were the airtime buyers (and of course who owned the transmitters).> Historic

Several stations had facilities of their own. One of the stations closing down on Oct 29 1956 when Tangier lost its international status
was Pan American Radio. They were on MW, same channel as Horby, and sw 7290. According to their printed schedules and illustrated
pamphlets, they regularly received reception report from all over the world to their offices at the Pan American Building, 16, Delacroix,
in Tangier. They had regularly scheduled programs in Spanish, English, French, Italian, Arabic and Hindu. | have a QSL from 1955.

In 1955 some receiver manufacturers, such as the Swedish Philips and Dux companies were conducting test transmissions from Tangier
under the auspices of a company called Intercontinental Radio Company S.A. The idea was to start commercial programing from
Tangier. Shortwave listening in Sweden was seething at the time, with tens of thousands of people regularly tuning in to foreign stations
while the sole national network, the state owned non-commercial Radiotjanst, was having a break (2 hours in the morning, 2 hours in the
afternoon and also from 2230 to 0600). Finally a few religious broadcasters, notably Ibra Radio, started broadcasts from Tangier. They
were refused the right to operate from Swedish soil. The Swedish government subsequently tried to stop their broadcasts from Tangier by
witholding the funds Ibra Radio were sending to Tangier to build their premises. It was illegal to export this money, about 2M Sw.
Crowns of the day, the government said. The banning attempt was thwarted by the members of the pentecostal church who started to
send small individual contributions by mail to Morocco. The Moroccans had to open a special post office to take care of all these postal
money orders. The activities of Ibra Radio, Norea Radio, The Voice of Tangier (WTAN) and the VOA continued some time after
Tangier lost its international status. But in Sweden the Swedish monopoly stayed put. Only in the early 60°s, in an answer to pirate
broadcasters Radio Nord and Radio Syd (also banned), Swedish radio listeners could enjou a national music channel. For political
reasons, commercial or community radio in Sweden would remain banned for many more years.

INDIAN OCEAN QUAKE AFFECTS EARTH'S AXIS

The deadly Asian earthquake of late December may have permanently accelerated the Earth’s rotation, shortening days by a
fraction of a second. Richard Gross, a geophysicist with NASA's Jet Propulsion Laboratory in California, theorizes that a shift of mass
toward the Earth’s center during the quake caused the planet to spin 3 microseconds faster and to tilt about an inch on its axis. He says
that when one tectonic plate beneath the Indian Ocean was forced below the edge of another it had the effect of making the Earth more
compact and to spin a tiny fraction of a second faster. Gross also admits that changes predicted by his model probably are too minuscule
to be detected by a global positioning satellite network that routinely measures changes in Earth’s spin, but said the data may reveal a
slight wobble on the planets axis.
