The Analyst (Monrovia), NEWS August 18, 2005 Posted to the web August 18, 2005

A new international radio station to promote and defend the ideals of democracy and open society in and among West African countries
has begun a week test transmission on 17.555 kHz on the shortwave.

The West Africa Democracy Radio (WADR) based in Dakar, Senegal, will broadcast distinctive programs on transparency and
accountability in government, regional economic integration as well as social and culture development.

According to a release from the WADR Country Office in Monrovia, the station will also disseminate information on the causes of
conflicts and make programs that will give voice to those at the grass root level.

The radio will at the same time work in partnership with a network of local stations to promote dialogue using traditional radio
technologies and modern electronic media such as digital satellite radio.

In Liberia, ten local stations will be either relaying or re-broadcasting WADR news and feature programs.

Though the WADR will be broadcasting throughout West Africa, its initial focus is the Mano River Basin, and has set up Country
Offices in Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinean. The test transmission which begins today will continue daily from 8:00 AM- 9:00 AM for
one week. (Mauno Ritola via HCDX)

NEW ZEALAND. DX-ing in Norway can be divided into 2 groups, DXing on Medium Wave or DXing on Shortwave. During the
winter-months (October to March) the big thing on MW is getting the North American stations, and because the north of Norway has the
“*Midnight Sun™" in the summer, you have the ““midnight darkness™™ [you mean ““noontime darkness™" -- gh] in the winter, no daylight at
all (1) giving a very good opportunity to catch the low power MW stations in North America as well as MW stations in Pacific and
Asia.

Believe it or not, so far, NOBODY in Norway has yet verified a NZ MW station, although some have QSLs from Fiji, Tonga and
Australia. So getting a NZ station will be high on the agenda for the yearly MW-expedition to “*Berlevag/Kongsfjord™ held in
October/November. That's where Bjarne Melde lives — the World's “*Northernmost DXer™". At this location DXers have the opportunity
to erect longwire antennas 200 to 600 metres in any direction they want to pick up ““that station™" in ““that direction™"!! For those who are

We have several exciting
new receiver sites, and lots of other news, so we'll get right to it.

New Sites:

1. Brishane, Australia has joined the network, with an Icom PCR 1000 and antenna system including EWE and discone.

2. Sydney, Australia is another addition from down under. Sydney DXTuner uses the R 75 communications receiver with a dipole. These
new radios in Australia offer terriffic coverage of the South Pacific area.

3. Wimbledon, UK., This new british receiver site uses an lcom PCR 1000 with a discone.

4. Saugus, California is the former Santa Clarita site relocated. Saugus uses a multiple of antennas.

5. Las Vegas, Nevada, There have been many requests along and along for a site in Las Vegas, now here it is. Las Vegas is currently
suffering some teething pains, but will be online shortly.

Salute to Australian Broadcasting Pioneers

A long list of early Australian radio broadcasting pioneers has been released at www.radioheritage.net, the Radio Heritage Foundation
website.

Most of the early broadcasters had experimental licences, but they entertained local and interstate audiences of the 1920-1929 period
with music, concerts and talks.

One of the first was that of Ted Gold in Toowoomba, Queensland, and this later became 4GR [Gold Radio] which celebrates 80 years on
air this month.

Well over one hundred stations are listed from all states, with original callsigns, location, year of starting broadcasts, and the owners
name. Origins of many familiar callsigns can be found.

Fascinating images include a jazz band from 4PK Ipswich and a crystal set advert from David Jones in 1924.
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The Radio Heritage Foundation is asking people who knew these radio pioneers, their family members, and others with information
about these 1920's broadcasts to come forward and contribute stories, photos and memorabilia before these items get lost or destroyed.

One of these days | will have to dig out the boxes from my basement and see if | can
find the information. | had intentions of writing an article for a short-wave magazine but , if my memory is correct, , | never got around
to it...mostly due to the fact that | did not get back to the USA until a year later. | took photographs of the station too, no easy task since
there were signs in front of the building stating that photography was prohibited. | stood in the street pretending to be carefully
composing pictures of the ornate gardens nearby and covertly took a few snaps of the station!

Drake’s exit from the consumer radio market seemed rather strange, particularly with the R8B. It looked as if they realized the
warehouse was running low, figured how much it would cost to order up another batch and just said, "Ah, forget it. We're done." The
whole thing appeared to catch all the retailers totally by surprise. From what | understand, Universal sold the few R8B's they had left the
same day it became known Drake was discontinuing it. If they had known it was going to be discontinued I'm sure they would have
stocked up. In direct contrast, the very next day it became widely known Icom was discontinuing the R75, yet apparently there are still
plenty of them n the supply chain. Universal still has them for sale, including the "free” DSP board. If you're interested in the R75, better
get one now. For the R8B, I think "pre-owned" is the only remaining option (Jay Heyl, Aug 10, ABDX via DXLD)

For those who have the $ and want/need something new: if you want a computer controlled rig, | think the RX-320D is the way to go. If
you want something which can be run independent of a computer, grab an ICOM R-75 while available. For the used market, a well cared
for Drake R8, R8A or R8B is a great machine. The A and B models have the notorious mechanical encoder, the original has the optical
encoder and the metal tuning knob. Used, R8s go for a lot less than the A and B models. But the later models have better synch detectors
and better ergonomics (Phil Rafuse PEI Canada, via DXLD)
