Ja, det var nigra minga runt om i
Europa och Nordamerika som undrade
om det var nagon sdndning den 14:¢
november ty det fanns inge signal som
tydde pa det. Men négra stycken hade
turen (eller oturen) att hora de olika
siandningarna med borjan 2000 UTC.
Forra aret gick det risigt och da
tvingades jag (ndgot maste man vil offra
pa sin skapelse fran 1992!) l&dmna
innerstaden for att dka ut till NDLs
lyssnar-QTH i Vésby och hyfsade
mottagningsforhallanden for att skrapa
ihop till en rapport.

Detta ér var forutséttningarna betydligt
bittre - tack vare en specialantenn riktad il
mot Atlant-On signerad Lennart Deimert. s L 3
LtD hade i flera ar gétt och ténkt pa denna antenn men forst i ar blev det verklighet. Problemen
som aterstod var konds for KV-frekvensen 11092.5 och den sena tiden pa dagen och aret. den
veckans MV-konds gick ju inte av for hackor med laga virden pa bade K och A-index och
solarflux strax over 70. Var det ndgon som skulle lyckas hora siandningarna var det val vi i
Visby och andra med bra antenner.

Forsta sindningen var riktad mot Indien och vidare &t Japan och punktligt kom sdndningen
igang. Sett pa hela kvillen var vil detta den sindning som hordes bést. For tillféllet hade
Lennart skaffat en 24-timmars bredbandsuppkoppling och vi kunde dédrmed f6lja chatten som
Robert Kipp hade ordnat tillsammans med medlemmarna i Rhein-Main Radio Club och pé
deras hemsida www.rmrc.de.

Testing Tecsun PL-310 ultralight

Ciao, as suggested by an HAM friend, Michele D'Amico, I tested my new ultralight Tecsun PL-310 (DSP) with my outdoor
antenna on SW. It needs a preselector but it sounds well and get in a lot of signals. With DSP bandwidth 1 (1 kHz nominal)
it goes very well.

Sony ICF-SW100

I tested, after many years I forgot it in a box, an old ultralight, the Sony ICF-SW 100 with my outdoor antenna T2FD 15
meters long. It is nice to observe that it doesn't need on SW the preselector, as Tecsun PL-310 and Grundig G6 Aviator.
Sony SW100 is a nice receiver with Synchro AM (upper and lower) and good SSB too. [ used the Drake R8 as control
receiver.

On 40 meters ham band I could follow QSOs by a KP2 (Virgin Islands) old man without problems.

It works well also on MW. On on this band it accept also the external antenna! (Not PL-310 and G6). But on MW it is
really better to use a preselector. I used MFJ 1020C.

On LW, for NDB, it shows more sensitivity with its internal ferrite than PL-310 and G6. And it works well thanks to its
superior USB or LSB/CW.
