NEW METHOD TO ORDER WELLBROOK LOOP ANTENNAS

Wellbrook Communications, the manufacturer of active loop antennas that have consistently
received top ratings in PWBR, has redesigned their products page at
http://www.wellbrook.uk.com/antennashop They have also added PayPal as a secure payment
method and are accepting online orders.

I have been interested in Wellbrook products for some time, but didn't want to face the
problems inherent in their previous methods of payment (check denominated in Pounds
Sterling, telephone call to their London-based dealer, or the unacceptable risk of an unsecured
online email order). I'm not a routine user of PayPal, but I decided to try the process. My
ALA100M arrived via registered mail 19 days after the order was placed, and all seems to be
in order with the transaction.

Initial tests of the ALA100M have been very favorable, especially on 7 MHz and below. The
noise reduction on longwave is outstanding. I'll report more after my experiments with
various sized wire loops are completed, but I wanted to post this to notify others that a more
secure payment method has been added (Jim Evans, Germantown, TN, Nov 30, NASWA yg
via DXLD)

Been a long time since 6125 has been reported by DXers; in searching past DXLDs, I see there was a spate of reports
exactly three years ago starting Dec 9, 2006: see DXLDs 6-188, 6-190, 6-191, 7-003, 7-004 when it was on 6125.29, and
being heard in the 1230-1400 period by Steve Lare, MI; holiday special evening broadcasts? First reported by NDXC guys
in Japan running 0815-1400*.

An original QSL would be worth preserving. I am at present trying my best to contact the relevant DXers / family
members. South African DXer Graham Bell managed to track down the QSL collection of DXer Ray Cader who heard
them from Noordhoek beach, south of Cape Town in 1971. The Tristan QSL was not found unfortunately so we're hoping
to locate one from another source. The defunct SADXC did publish a photocopy of a QSL received from SA DXer Eddie
de Lange who was fortunate to hear Tristan one evening back in '73 at his inland location of Hatfield, Pretoria.

I will keep you updated if / when we happen to discover an original QSL from the station.

New Perseus software 2.1H

Nico Palermo IV3NWYV, the designer of the Perseus SDR, has released new software version 2.1H within
the last hour. However, the stampeding hordes of Perseus owners are taxing the Microtelecom Web site
and it's impossible for many to access the download link: http://microtelecom.it/perseus/software.html

When you can get to the page, be sure to download the version with a new USB driver, not the demo-only
version. Nico gave this advice for uninstalling the old Perseus driver and installing the new one:

Hope the following can help: plug the Perseus receiver to the PC and give a look to the Windows
peripherals control panel. You should see your receiver under the tab "Microtelecom devices".

If this is not the case or if you're still having the problem, click the Perseus HF Receiver entry and select
"uninstall” while the Perseus receiver is plugged, then unplug and replug the receiver to the USB port and
continue to give a look to the peripherals control panel until Windows reports new hardware found. From
this point on you should be able to properly install the new WinUSB drivers.
