A 500 W PDM solid state xmtr is being planned, acc. to station
technician. The 6125 outlet is, in fact, active. In fact, last news I just gathered from the station a few minutes ago is that
SODRE 6125 is currently OFF air. There are no more spare 813. If one appears, used, technicians will use it.

This means that Uruguay is currently *off the SW* in terms of B/Cing.

Nice to see the interest on SODRE SWs. That's rather understandable, since Uruguay never was a powerful country in
terms of shortwave b/cstng.

Perseus is a wideband RF receiver designed by Microtelecom

s.r.l. in Italy. Perseus hardware samples at 80 MHz and uses an FPGA to do digital downconversion, filtering and
downsampling to an output for transfer to PC via USB2.

The current Perseus control software does not support scheduled / unattended recordings. There are several 3rd party
solutions to fill this gap, based either on the external control of the recording button of Perseus.exe or Perseus CAT-
interface.

Here's another alternative solution - Mestor ("the son of Perseus") is an independent Perseus recorder with built-in
scheduler system. Mestor has some nice features:

Works without Perseus.exe

Supports both "live" and scheduled recordings

You can listen to the older recordings (with Perseus.exe) at the same time while recording new ones with Mestor
Very small (the size of Mestor.exe is 42 kB)

Light-weight (runs smoothly even on Atom N270 mini-netbooks: uses only abt. 10% of CPU at 1MHz, abt. 20% of

Portable (does not use Windows registry)

Powerful command language: define "everything" with one command

Usage

- If PERSEUS.EXE is running when MESTOR.EXE is started, Mestor will close down Perseus (Mestor requires the
Perseus hardware exclusively to itself in order to be able to work).

- After Mestor has started, you can launch also Perseus.exe if you want to listen to the older recordings at the same time
when Mestor is running/recording.

Mestor has four buttons and two windows:
(REC) (STOP) [MESSAGE WINDOW] (CTRL) (EXIT)

- REC starts manual "live" recording (center frequency 950 kHz and bandwidth 2 MHz as defaults)

- STOP stops recording (works for both "live" and scheduled recordings)

- [MESSAGE WINDOW] shows all the error messages and it also shows the amount of data saved (in Mb) while
recording

- CTRL opens (and closes) the [CONTROL WINDOW] for the control commands

- EXIT shuts down the program (if recording is on, you have to push STOP first)

Last minute update

Some antivirus softwares do not like Mestor ! That's because of the techniques used in minimizing the exe size (the
standard Windows format of the program was hacked in order to achieve the ultimate program size: 11 kB). These mods
have now been removed just in order to please most of the antivirus softwares. On the other hand, the program size is now
"gigantic" (42 kB).

This version is still at Beta level and thus mostly recommended for test use.

A new recording scheduler has been made available by the Finnish DXer Ilpo Parviainen: Mestor communicates directly
with the hardware (using perseususb.dll and the *.sbs files).

Mestor does not use Perseus.exe for anything (but after Mestor has been started you can launch also Perseus.exe if you
want to listen to the recordings created by Mestor while recording new files at the same time). But even in that case there's
no need for VSPE/comOcom: hardware is reserved to Mestor, but with Perseus.exe you can still naturally open/listen to the
files produced by Mestor (without VSPE/comOcom). So Mestor is a "stand-alone recorder".

The software works with text strings and is extremely useful for MW DXers. As Ilpo wrote, one Finnish DXer just reported
about his personal "Mestor stress test": he had an unattended test recording period of 38 days (between 11th.Sep-19th.Oct,
total 910 gigabytes). Mestor was due to record every morning starting at 01'59, 02'59, 03'59 and 04’59 UTC (8 minutes
each) and also at 02'29, 0329 and 0429 UTC (2 minutes each). => 100% success rate, all this using only one simple
Mestor line command (= "TOHH 02-05").

Yes, one is R. Praia, a stn (http://www.radiopraia.com/estatico.asp), the other is the name of a (capital) city, and there was
another R. Praia, but here on mainland - just check the bottom of the right column on p. 318 of the WRTH 2011. It seems
this other R.Praia 89.3 is off the air. But I take neither of those two FM stns really interest for the SWB, just the memory of
that other stn overseas, *in* Praia. "Praia" means beach.

Carlos , thanks for your attention and information above. How could I not see that the information concerned Madeira and
not Cabo Verde, what a mistake - the explanation is as follows: I am really sorry for mixing up Praia on Cabo Verde and on
Madeira. I just found the nice old QSL card and noticed on this QSL-card the word Praia. I run a search on Google for this
name and found that the station also was called “Radio Praia”. A new on Radio Praia returned the information found in
SWB 1730. Unfortunately I didn’t notice that the information was valid for a station on Madeira and not Cabo Verde! That
is what happens when you are walking around sleeping!

Here follows the correct info for the old Radio Clube de Cabp Verde.

PERSEUS STUTTERING PROBLEMS

Hi Bill, can these 'green’' features cause that sometimes it takes very long for an internal HD to come alive? In scheduled
recordings it sometimes takes even 10 seconds before the recording starts. Is there a way to turn those features off?

Mauno and others, in one word YES. Always configure your OS for the best performance and not use any of the energy
saving settings. Follow Guido's tips and the whole computer will run more agile.

After collecting comments on this forum and personal e-mails i got i have intensively tested and concluded the following...
A word on follow up of this stuttering. After examining this nasty problem I made the next conclusion.

1. As discussed before, your OS must run in the fastest performance possible and perseus soft running under priority mode,
not real time as this will present problems for your OS.

2. Do not use the internal OS drive but if possible a second or more pure data drives where no OS is installed.

3. When using external drives avoid using USB 2, when opting for a USB 3 drive will only give better results when using a
pc with a USB 3 port. The best option is to use e-sata or firewire drives. They will work without stuttering and give you a
much faster data transfer!!! I did not tested a NAS drive as i do not have one at my disposal. Don't forget that perseus is
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running on USB 2 also and might be sharing the USB controller. Faster rpm drives are advised as mentioned before but that
is obvious. Even drives with a large buffer memory are preferred. This counts for all internal or external drives.

4. Keep your drives in a good condition and use defrag frequently. Avoid as mutch as possible other programs running in
the background. Try to keep running the perseus soft on a CPU core and the other programs on another core. A target you
will never achieve but i hope you get the picture.

5. After altering the external USB drive setup to maximal performance (thanks to Guido and Marc) all is working perfect
with HDsdr and WRplus ( both last releases) but perseus soft keeps stuttering at a minor rate tough still very annoying and
far from ideal. Why is perseus soft acting this way? NICO???

Windows XP has less problems with data speed to internal or external drives as Vista and 7. Microsoft has altered
something but i can’t get my hands on it. The difference is minor but every % counts. I did the test on these three OS
myself with pc's at running at almost the same CPU speed.

What surprised me, is that i got a lot more feedback and help from personal connections and guys who contacted me to help
out off-list by e-mail outside the forum list. I know this stuttering affects the most of us users, still i got NO reactions for a
week!

I hope to have shed some light on the matter and users can benefit from the info given.
