input frequencies above 100MHz.For applications with high input frequencies, the low input range will have improved
distortion; however, the SNR will be worse by up to approximately 2dB" , vilket forklarar varfor den inte gor nagon storre
nytta, eller ingen nytta alls!

MALAYSIA. 7295, Traxx FM. As Dan Sheedy (Calif.) and Sei-ichi Hasegawa (Japan) had recently been observing, this
was signing on about 1500 (formerly on 24 hours) and running either Traxx FM or Salam FM programming.

April 1, found them changed back to assume a 24 hours schedule; heard 1244 to 1311 with DJ playing pop songs; Traxx
FM IDs; 1300 - 1309 news; adjacent QRM. Erratic scheduling! (Ron Howard, Asilomar State Beach, CA)

Also today off at 2220 April 11. (73, Mauno Ritola)

MYANMAR. 7110, Thazin Radio via Pyin U Lwin, 1430-1501%*, April 11 (Wednesday). Theme music; in English;

NuForce uDAC-2 or Behringer UCA202?

Greetings Thomas,
I enjoyed the latest edition of SWB, #1742, very much, as usual!

I found the short article on the NuForce uDAC-2 quite interesting, and I have previously read the review it references at
forum.notebookreview.com. However, for a DXer's use as a portable DAC, there is a better and lower cost choice: the
Behringer UCA202 which in the USA costs just $29.

Here is the text of a comment I left on Anders' "DX Perseus" blog. If it is of interest to SWB readers, please feel free to
reprint my comment.

Hello Anders,

The uDAC-2 has been the subject of much discussion
about its true quality, in the audiophile crowd (of which I
am a "member", besides a DXer). Seattle area audio
engineer "NwAvGuy" (*not* me... he's another person)
has extensively measured the uDAC-2 with quality
equipment, and the uDAC-2 is lacking in many respects:

If a DXer is looking for a fine, low-cost USB DAC for use
with a laptop PC, then the Behringer UCA202 is a much
better performer at only $29 USD:

I have owned a UCA202 before and it is a nice little device. The uDAC-2 has a higher quality enclosure, but that is its only
benefit. I highly recommend the UCA202 instead.
