The following info might be of interest:

The SW operation is purposeful, the result of "popular demand". The license for their 5-year-old 106.5 FM outlet was not
renewed and so they started live transmissions on the web. Many people complained that only people with a pc would
benefit from the station's programming. It was then decided that Salem stéreo would test a SW channel and apply for a SW
license if there was a popular response. From what I am hearing, this is indeed the case. The antenna is on a mountain-top
on the outskirts of Rioblanco and the power was referred to as "I do not know, but not too many watts". "It is wonderful
that the signal despite this can travel so far". The SW signal has not been on the air for more than 10 days.

I was hunting thru the HCJB websites for any information about their temporary tests via Guiana French instead of
Germany instead of Chile, to no avail, but came upon something far more interesting.

Tva vanliga, felaktiga antaganden ir, sadant som
finns gratis tillgéngligt pa nitet far anvindas hur som helst och endast om det tydligt star "copyright" dr det olagligt att
kopiera nagot.

Det hjélper alltsa inte att forsvara sig med att det inte star "copyright" nagonstans. I praktiken medfor upphovsritten att allt
som skapas automatiskt dr skyddat.

Fortsatta AFEDRI-tester
Mottagaren har en variabel forstirkning mellan -10 till +35 dB via en VGA (Variable Gain Amplifier).

Det visar sig dock att man far overload eller clipping om man forsoker kora med max forstarkning (+35dB) och eftersom
AFEDRI inte har nagra filter pa ingangen, sa finns det ingenting som blockerar ”out of band” signaler. Da jag kollat med
Perseus var det kan finnas starka signaler som orsakar denna clipping, kan jag konstatera att det i frekvensomradet 0-300
kHz finns signaler som ligger inda upp till 50-60 dBm 6ver baslinjen. Aven en del hogeffektade MV sindare har mycket
starka signaler beroende pa tid pa dygnet. I skrivande stund ligger ex NRK pa 675kHz med en styrka pa -75dBm.

Min forsta tanke var da att filtrera bort allt under 500 kHz, eftersom jag dnda inte &r intresserad av dessa frekvenser. Jag
behovde alltsa bygga hog/lagpassfilter! Med hjélp av gratisversionen av ELSIE (ett filter design program som klarar upp
till 7-poliga filter) borjade jag med att ta fram ett 500 kHz hogpassfilter (dvs ett filter som blockerar frekvenser under 500
kHz). For att halla nere storleken pa filtren, och samtidigt slippa linda toroider, valde jag att anvinda SMD-induktanser och
kondensatorer.

Efter att ha byggt och testat filtret, kopplade jag in den mellan antennen och mottagaren, och resultatet var mycket lovande!
Med full forstirkning sé forsvann clippingen! Da detta fungerade, sa byggde jag dven ett 1600 kHz hogpassfilter (for att
rensa bort hela MV och de starka stationerna dér pa kvillstid och natt). Da bada filtren dr inkopplade samtidigt, sa
undertrycks signalerna under 500 kHz med hela 70 dB och -3 dB-punkten ligger pa ca 1550 kHz.

Det hiir dr INTE en totallosning for clippingproblemet! Starka signaler kan ju mycket vil finnas pa manga andra
frekvenser, sa for att hantera dven detta, sa borde man ha ett antal bandpassfilter.

Den 16sning jag berittat om hir, behdver inte vara en 16sning som passar alla och alltid! Forhallandena i s6dra delarna av
landet dr sikert helt annorlunda 4n forhallandena hir upp i norr, sé jag skulle rekommendera att man studerar var de starka
signalerna kan finnas under olika tider pa dygnet, och vilja filter direfter! Det kommer jag att gora nu eftersom jag just
fann att jag fortfarande kan fa clipping da jag lyssnar pa KV: Da jag kollade frekvensen 14950 kHz i gar kvill, sa fick jag
en del clipping och jag kan tinka mig att detta kan bero pa starka signaler fran 31- och 41m banden.

Mitt 500 kHz filter ser ut s hiir:

Jag har haft en dialog med Alex, som tillverkar AFEDRI. Han &r fullt medveten om problematiken runt filterbestyckning,
men hidvdar att det skulle 6ka priset betydligt (vilket jag kan tycka ir lite tvivelaktigt) och att det just nu inte finns
signaler tillgéngliga ut ur mottagaren for att styra filteromkoppling. Synd....

Alex &r annars vildigt snabb pa att svara och supporta, bland de bittre jag triffat pa!

Global Perseus WAY Files for Download

From 2007 to 2010 I operated the Five Below blog for Perseus SDR enthusiasts, and I also hosted Perseus WAV
recordings sent in by DXers around the world.

Although the blog is history (but available in a 36mb archived ZIP form) the Perseus WAV files live on. There are
currently 91 files freely available for download at: http://www.mediafire.com/?1shbad73mbylc This folder includes the
recently uploaded Hawaii recordings made by Dave Aichelman.

If you do not own a Perseus SDR, you can still explore the MW band (and often LW too, depending on the file) by
downloading and installing the demo Perseus software or using the free HDSDR software.

Because these WAYV files contain "IQ" data representing a swath of RF spectrum that Perseus can play back, the files can
be very large. The reward for your downloading patience, however, is gaining access to the MW band as heard in other
parts of the world than your own. This can be a great way to access local programming, check IDs, or simply vicariously
DX from another location.

In most cases there are comments on the WAYV files, notes on antennas used, etc. found in my archived Perseus blog. You'll
just need to cross-reference the dates of the WAYV file uploading to the articles/entry date in the blog.

Annonseringen forklarade vad Glenn hade hort: en man fran
Pasto och en annan man fran kaffeomradet ("eje cafetero”)
skulle leda en sammankomst for ungdomar i Piscinas Villamar
i Rioblanco, Tolima, den 25-26 juni.

Nu kunde jag bara lyfta
telefonen och ringa, inte for att anméla mig till ungdomsmotet,
men for att ta redan pa mera om stationen. Jag behovde inte
heller riskera att ringa till fel nummer.

Jefferson Otavo svarade pa det nummer dit jag forst ringde,

men han hade ingenting med stationen att gora. I stillet borde jag ~ Centralorten Rioblanco i kommunen Rioblanco har

ringa till bitrddande pastorn Jhon Torres (Jh— sdregen bara 5000 invanare.

colombiansk stavning for att undvika harkelljud pa bokstaven J). ~ Bilden kommer frin kommunens hemsida.

Jhon hade bara rostbrevladan i funktion. Jag fick maila och

ringa igen och dagen efter fick jag ett annat telefonnummer till en kvinna som visade sig vara pastorns fru. Pastorn var ute
pa resa men jag fick tala med hustrun och barnen, déribland ocksa med bitridande pastorn Jhon.

Av nagon anledning hade inte Salem Stéreo fatt fornyad licens
for att sinda pa FM. Huvudmannen, en lokal pingstkyrka,
overgick da till att sinda webbradio. Men manga i Rioblanco
(5000 invanare i centralorten och 20000 i smérre samhillen
runtomkring) klagade.

Mainga har varken dator eller mojlighet att lyssna pa webbradio
hela dagarna. Darfor lade man ut programmet ocksa pa kortvag.
En sdndare i ndrheten av 20 meters amatorband kunde kanske ge
en hyfsad lokal tdckning. Det var ritt tinkt. Manga hade redan
kortvagsmottagare, andra kopte nu transistorer som hade "SW”’
som det numera ocksa kallas i Colombia.

Nir nu kortvagen fungerade kunde stationen be om tillstand att
kora pa kortvag. Colombia har sedan en del ar tillbaka manga
outnyttjade frekvenser som ér tillgéingliga. Idag &r det bara tre
kortvagsfrekvenser som regelbundet anvinds i Colombia, alla pa
49-metersbandet.

Nir jag lyckats uppritta kontakt med personerna bakom kv-
sdndningarna hade dom redan avbrutits for ”smaérre tekniska
justeringar”. De hade da pagatt sedan mitten av juni. Ingen har
rapporterat Salem Stereo de senaste dagarna.

I min kontakt med familjen Torres har jag fatt bilder och en logga
fran stationen. Pa ungdomsmotet var det enligt uppgift 400
personer samlade. Salem Stéreo drivs av en lokal
pingstférsamling. Den lilla staden Rioblanco ligger utsldngd i
bergen 8 timmars bilvidg séder om Ibagué, huvudorten i Tolima.
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Den ligger inte sd langt fran nationalparken Las Hermosas som linge pekats ut som ett av de omraden dar FARC-gerillan
huserar. Nir man soker bilder for ”Rioblanco, Tolima” pa Google Images hittar man inte ovéntat ocksa en bild pa FARC-
gerillans nuvarande ledare.

Gerillan i Colombia har tidigare varit flitig anvindare av kortvagsradio och det finns manga fyrhjulsdrivna fordon i landet
men dven lastbilar och bussar som via mobila radiosidndare kopplar upp sig med landbaserade telefonstationer for att kunna
ringa upp ett telefonnummer i det fasta telefonnitet.

Réda korsets lokalkontor haller stidndig radiokontakt pa kortvag precis som manga andra som sysslar med legal och mindre
legal verksamhet. Jag har sjilv sett hur en flygkontrollor for ett mindre flygfilt kunde ha en Icom-mottagare staende
uppkopplad i bostaden hela dagarna pa 5902U. Nir jag aterviént till huvudstaden har jag sedan kunnat lyssna pa denna
flygtrafik. I Anderna har gerillan och en del radiostationer, t ex Radio Marafién i norra Peru, linge anvint sig av
satellittelefon och satellitfax. Sa kortvagen ir inte dod i Colombia. Pastor Torres var sjdlv i unga ar en ivrig
kortvagslyssnare. For honom var Radio Sutatenza och Family Radio nagra av de stationer han ofta lyssnade pa, berittade
en av hans dottrar.

QSL? Jo, Torolf Johnsson har fatt ett QSL fran Salem Stéreo. Unikt? Ja, forvisso, men Torolf har redan sedan tidigare
manga mer eller mindre unika QSL. For familjen Torres var el reporte de sintonfa” ocksa unik. ”Det dr fantastiskt att
sindningen kan horas sa langt borta”. Effekt? ”Jag vet inte sa noga” sa Jhon Torres, “men det kan inte vara manga watt”.
Varifran gar sindningarna ut? ”Fran en antenn pa en av bergen som omger Rioblanco.” Staden ligger nedsénkt i en gryta
pé 900 meters hojd dver havet och har dirmed en idealisk drsmedeltemperatur pa 24 grader, 17 pa natten och 28 pa
dagarna.

Om man lyssnar pa www.salemstereo.com kan man f6lja programmet som innehéller icke-vérldslig musik i alla mojliga
genrer, ddribland ocksa i mexikansk ranchera-stil (som for 6vrigt dr mycket omtyckt av gerillan).

SALEM STEREO TESTING ON SHORTWAVE

Several North American DXers reported an unidentified Spanish speaker on 14950.6 on June 17 and for about one week.
Those reporting the station were Brian Alexander, Don Jensen, John Schneide, Bob Wilkner, Terry Krueger and Glenn
Hauser. Glenn posted a recording online where one could hear snippets of announcements and one identification
“....Stéreo”. In one of the segments heard he perceived the mention of “la ciudad de Pasto”, the town of Pasto, which is a
place in southwestern Colombia, near the border to Ecuador.

Don Jensen noticed songs and music in a Mexican vein and suggested this could “some sort of studio to transmitter link?
An OOB XE ham just having fun?”

To Glenn Hauser this was no pirate operation but a professional-type transmission, a Colombian “gospel huxter”

On June 24, the Swedish DXer Torolf Johnsson returned from a vacation abroad. He browsed the latest news on the band.
Usually, he just tunes in to medium wave signals from his country-side cottage north of Stockholm where he has erected
some impressive Beverage antennas pointing W and SW. This time, however, he checked the out-of-the-band frequency
between the 20 meter ham band and the 19 meter band and shortly after midnight he managed to record the signal and the
announcement Glenn Hauser had earlier reported.

He sent me the recording where one could easily hear that the station was “Salem Stéreo” and the following announcement
was, as far as I could tell, an announcement inviting young people to participate in a two-day Christian gathering at
“Piscinas Villamar” in Rioblanco, Tolima, on June 25 and 26. The mention of “the town of Pasto” was an identification of
one of the leaders of the gathering. There was a second leader mentioned as well, but he was said to hail from the “eje
cafetero”, the coffee growing area in central Colombia. People were invited to sign up for the meeting by calling two
telephone numbers.

Checking Google I soon found Salem Stéreo listed on FM 106.5 MHz. The location was given as Rioblanco, Tolima, but
there was nowhere any address to be found. I found however a live web transmission from Salem Stereo including the
same announcement I had previously heard. Now I could call one of the mobile phone numbers, not to enlist myself, but to
ask for information about the mysterious shortwave signal. Having confirmed the numbers on the internet transmission,
there was no risk of confusion.

Jefferson Otavo replied to my call in the afternoon on July 24. He had no information about the radio but he advised me to
phone the assisting pastor of the congregation Jhon Torres (I double-checked his name, and yes, jh- is a very Colombian
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way of avoiding a fricative pronunciation of an initial j in a word). I called his number, but there was only a voice telling
me to record a message for him. I mailed Jefferson but did not receive any reply. On June 26, one day after the scheduled
meeting, I called him again and then he gave me a second number for Sr. Torres. It was actually the phone number of the
Torres family. The pastor was travelling out of town and so I talked to his wife, daughters and finally to Jhon.

For some reason which was not explained Salem Stéreo had been refused to continue broadcasting on FM. The owners of
the FM station, a local Pentecostal church, then started a live web broadcast. However, many people in Rioblanco (5,000
inhabitants in the municipal center and 20,000 more in the outlying areas) were complaining. A good deal of the church
members did not own a computer and also it was expensive to keep the pc going all day long. Then someone came with the
idea of relaying the signal on shortwave. A transmission next to the 20 meter ham band would probably provide a
reasonable signal for the local audiencie. That was good thinking. Many people already owned a receving set capable of
receving “SW” as shortwave is often called in Colombia on many Japanese and Chinese receivers. After testing shortwave
which reached their target audience, the church would apply for a regular shortwave license. Colombia has many unused
frequencies and it is not too difficult to obtain a license any more. There are only three regular shortwave programmes
audible right now in Colombia, whereas there were perhaps 30 a few decades ago.

When talking to Jhon Torres, the shortwave transmission had been interrupted for “some minor technical adjustments”.
They had been on the air from the middle of June only. I sent him one of Torolf Johnsson’s audio clips, and he confirmed
that this was their transmission. He was very surprised to know that the signal would travel that far considering the low
power “not very many watts”, as he said.

I have received some pictures from the Torres family. Apparently there were some 400 youths

gathered during the meeting. Salem Stéreo is being run by a local Pentecostal church. The municipality of Rioblanco is
situated in the mountains some 150 km south of the provincial capital, Ibagué. It takes some 8 hours to reach the town,
which is a result of the mountainous

area where it is located. (The town of Neiva, capital of Huila, is located at approx. the same distance from Ibagué and can
be reached in less than 4 hours).

Rioblanco is located in a little basin surrounded by mountains, at a altitude of 900 meters above sea level. This means that
the town has a mean temperature of some 24 degrees all the year round, 17 at night and 28 in the afternoon.

Rioblanco is not to far from the National Park “Las Hermosas” which for many years has been the hiding place for groups
belonging to the FARC guerrilla. When one looks for pictures related to Rioblanco on Google Images, it is not suprising to
find a picture of “Alfonso Cano”, former leader of the FARC guerrilla, who was killed in November 2011.

The Colombian guerrilla has earlier been frequent users of shortwave radio, but this is less common nowadays. There are
many four-wheel-drive vehicles in the country and also lorries and buses with mobile shortwave transmitters installed to be
able to reach sub-centrals which can connect them to the regular telephone network. The local offices and vehicles of the
International Red Cross are using SSB on shortwave to keep in contact with each other just as many other organizations
dedicated to legal and not-so-legal activities. I have myself seen that a flight controller for a small local airport would have
an Icom transceiver in his apartment operating on 5902U where he would take care of incoming and outgoing flights.

In the Andes, insurgent organizations such as the FARC, ELN and the Shining Path and some radio stations, such as Radio
Maraiién in northern Peru, have been using satellite telephones and satellite fax for many years. Now, of course satellite
internet. So shortwave is not unusual nor dead in Colombia. According to one of his daughters, Pastor Torres was in his
youth a keen shortwave listener. Radio Sutatenza and Family Radio were two of his favourite stations.

Listening to the web transmission on www.salemstereo.com one can notice that the programme consists of Christian
hymns, performed in all the main Latin American music styles, from ranchera, and its Colombian sibling carrilera, to
bolero, vallenato or balada. Apart from that, there are time-checks and quotations from the Bible. One that came to my
mind but which I have not heard so far, is Acts 5,29 where it says "One must obey God rather than men".
